
 

WALLOWA MOUNTAINS, HELLS CANYON AND SNAKE RIVER 
July 13 – 17, 2010 

 
The dramatic Wallowa Mountains of northeast Oregon are 

breathtaking.  Nestled nearby is artsy Joseph where we tour the 

internationally acclaimed Valley Bronze Foundry.  Explore Wallowa 

State Park and ride the tramway to the 8,200-foot summit of Mount 

Howard for an unsurpassed view of the rugged Eagle Cap 

Wilderness and the sparkling blue waters of Wallowa Lake.  On a 

six-hour jet-boat experience travel North Americaôs deepest and 

most rugged gorge into the incredibly dramatic Hells Canyon.  

From the Snake River see 2,000-year-old petroglyphs, wildflowers, 

and the opportunity for elk, bighorn sheep, and mountain goats.  

Tour an antique flourmill in Pataha to view artifacts and antiques 

then stop for lunch at the elegantly restored Marcus Whitman Hotel 

in Walla Walla, built in 1927.  Explore the fascinating Tamastslikt 

Cultural Institute and gift shop where exhibits offer insight into the 

history and culture of Oregonôs Native American tribes.  In 

Pendleton, be guided through the famous Underground and learn 

colorful history.  This trip is a geological feast for the eyes and an 

exciting step into history, so plan not to miss it.  Please note that 

some walking is necessary.   

 
Day 1:  Tuesday, July 13   Wallowa Mountains 
Travel eastward along the Columbia River Gorge.  Stop in Arlington for lunch then continue to 
Enterprise and the Wallowa Mountains.  Weather permitting; our arrival will be heralded by the 
spectacular Wallowa Mountains standing sentry over the valley and our hotel.  Enjoy dinner in 
Joseph, then a quick trip to Wallowa Lake for a preview peek!

Day 2:  Wednesday, July 14   Joseph and Wallowa State Park 
Visit artsy Joseph and the world-class Valley Bronze Foundry showroom.  Tour the foundry and 
view the magnificent art in the gallery. Explore Wallowa State Park and ride the tramway to the 
8,200-foot summit of Mount Howard.  At the top lunch at 
the terrace cafe, walk the numerous trails or just enjoy the 
views over the rugged Eagle Cap wilderness and Wallowa 
Lake.  Or you may choose to remain on the valley floor 
where you can explore, shop or just relax.  This afternoon 
traverse the beautifully scenic Rattlesnake Pass in 
southeast Washington bound for Clarkston.

Day 3: Thursday, July 15   Snake River, Hells Canyon, Idaho 
Like nowhere else on earth, beautiful unspoiled sights await us in 
Hells Canyon!  From the winding Snake River to the sculptured 
mountain peaks, Hells Canyon offers gorgeous scenery, flora and 
wildlife.  A six-hour narrated fully-equipped jet-boat tour takes us 60 
miles deep into the Canyon, from Washington, through Idaho and 
into Oregon, where the Salmon and Imnaha Rivers converges with 
the Snake River.  See 2000-year old petroglyphs, and perhaps elk, 
longhorn sheep, eagles, or bear!  Our private jet-boat stops twice so 
we can stretch our legs and enjoy a tasty lunch.  A day not soon 
forgotten!

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Day 4: Friday, July 16            Southeast Washington, Walla Walla 
Tour the uniquely restored Pataha Flour Mill, historically noted as the original producer of the 
famous patented XXX Brand flour.  Enticing are four floors of antiques, collectibles and a gift 
shop.  Visit picturesque Dayton, where 90 buildings are on the National Register of Historic 
Places, and stop at the oldest train depot in the state, now a small museum and gift shop.  The 
elegantly restored Marcus Whitman Hotel in Walla Walla hosts us for lunch. Be sure not to miss 
David Manuelôs historic oil paintings of the famous 1800ôs Whitman Massacre in the second-
floor hallway.  Enroute to our Pendleton hotel, we pay a visit to the fascinating Tamastslikt 
Cultural Institute, home to dramatic exhibits, renowned artwork and cultural history of the 
Cayuse, Umatilla and Walla Walla Indian tribes.

Continue 
westward where we stop for lunch at Hood Riverôs Riverside 
Grill.  Weather permitting; enhance the experience by dining on 
the outdoor deck overlooking the beautiful Columbia River.  If 
parking availability permits, stop at Multnomah Falls, Oregonôs 
highest waterfall.  Tonight our travel ends.  Welcome home!

The cost of this trip is only:  $896 per person double occupancy; $1076 single occupancy; $862 
per person triple occupancy.  Tour includes: four nights hotel with baggage handling, three 
breakfasts, two lunches, two dinners, Valley Bronze foundry and showroom tour admission, 
tram ride, six-hour Hells Canyon jet-boat tour with lunch, Old Houser Flour Mill Museum 
admission and tour, donation to Dayton Historic Depot, lunch at the Marcus Whitman Hotel, 
admission to Tamastslikt Cultural Institute, tour Pendleton Underground, Experience Oregon 
motorcoach transportation and sightseeing as per itinerary, taxes, gratuities, service charges for 
the above, and services of an Experience Oregon Tour Director. Gratuity for Experience Oregon 
tour director and driver is not included in your price and can be extended on a voluntary basis. 
Deposit:  $250 per person is due at time of reservation. 
 
Payment/Cancellation Policy:  Payment is required in full sixty (60) days prior to tour 
departure.  If payment is not received by this time, reservations may be cancelled and any 
waitlisted passenger could be placed in the vacant seat.  Cancellations received after final 
payment date are charged $100 per person cancellation fee.  Cancellations made within thirty 
days (30) prior to departure are charged $100 cancellation fee plus any irretrievable payments 
made to vendors.  Cancellations made less than seven (7) days prior to departure including no-
shows are non-refundable.
