Please note: Some walking is necessary in Yosemite Valley and Columbia State Historic Park.
Comfortable, practical shoes are recommended. Weather is variable in Yosemite Valley (elevation 4,000
feet) and can range between hot and cold. The dress code is informal throughout and packing for
dressing in layers is always wise.

If
you have special dietary requirements including vegetarian, it is essential that you let us know at that time.

Best Western Treehouse: Surrounded by natural beauty with a stunning view of Mt Shasta, this hotel has
a lovely fireplace in the lobby and the Treehouse Restaurant onsite. Dinner is served from 4:30 pm to
9:00 pm. Rooms have microwave, refrigerator and coffee maker.

Shilo Inn: Well-situated in Oakhurst, the gateway to Yosemite National Park, all rooms have coffee maker
and microwave.

Yosemite Lodge: Set among trees in a natural setting, the Lodge is the closest property to the Yosemite
Falls. Dine at the Food Court or at the more up-scale Mountain Room. Food Court breakfast is served
between 6:30am and 10:30am. Lunch is between 11:30am and 2:00pm. Dinner from 5:00pm to 8:00pm
Cold pre-packaged food is available in between hours. The Mountain Room serves dinner between
5:30pm and 9:00pm and is first come first served. For parties of 8 reservations are recommended.
